The new version of ProSet enhances the level of photorealism with an extensive array of 

real-time shaders and unmatched rendering capabilities. ProSet also offers a library of 

particles, and enables presenters to interact and trigger graphic elements from within 

the virtual environment. 

 

The Vinten Radamec virtual reality interface is designed for high precision and easy 

integration.  The head FHR120VR provides extremely accurate data – one million counts 

per revolution for pan and tilt.  In the near future an absolute referencing option for the 

pedestals will be offered in addition to the current high precision positioning system, 

enhancing still further the performance in VR applications.
